The purpose. of these Guidelines is to detail the procedure for determining and
notifying inviolate arcas within National Parks and Wildlifec Sanctuaries for wildlifc
conservation known as Critical Wildlile Habitats as required by the Scheduled Tribes and
Other Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006.

1. Background:

1.1, As per the sec 2(b) of FRA, 2006, the Ministry of Ijnvironm'ent and Forests (MoLF) has
been identificd as the agency 1o determine and notify Critical Wildlife Habitats (hercinafter
referred to as CWH). The Ministry of Tribal Affairs (MoTA) is the nodal ministry for
recognition and vesting of individual and community forest rights. ~Therefore, these
guidelines have been framed to determine and notify CWH within National Parks and
wildlife Sanctuaries, to harmonize the provisions of the FRA, 2006 and the Wild Life
('Prclcclimﬂ Act, 1972, and to address Cbﬁcéms of conservation of wildlife and its habitat,

2. Objective:
